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The program of Japanese Language and Literature, set in 2003, has a postgraduate program in
Comparison of Chinese and Foreign Arts. The program has long been targeting at producing
interdisciplinary talents with sound basic skills, broad knowledge, high quality and strong competence.
The program, featured by "internationalization", is supported by excellent Chinese teachers and two
Japanese teachers, and most of the Chinese teachers have the experience of studying in Japan. In
addition, we have established cooperation with Japanese universities such as Doshisha University and
the amount of our students who further their study abroad ranks first in the university. We place great
emphasis on training the students' basic skills, bringing up the students with wonderful performances in
the Tests for Japanese Majors , and the percentage of students who pass TIM4 is about 30% higher than
the national passing rate every year. Also, the students actively take part in all kinds of Japanese contests
and win various prizes. And in recent years, our employment rate keeps 100 percentage.
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Following the idea of internationalization, we have integrated international awareness, international
knowledge and international communication skills into our curriculum system. The program has the

modules of "Japanese language and culture" and "international cultural transmission", with emphasis on
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developing the students' professional knowledge and competence and introducing the understanding of
culture into foreign language teaching to break through the traditional mode of foreign language teaching.
We also provide the students with a series of interdisciplinary courses such as Japanese Tea Ceremony,
Chinese Tea Culture, Japanese and Korean Tea Ceremony, Bamboo & Tea Culture and Intercultural
Communication, teaching them to put professional language knowledge into practice, thus improving

their overall quality and competence.
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We provide the students with knowledge of Japanese language and literature, translation and
business, and train them to master the basic linguistic skills of Japanese listening, speaking, reading,
writing and translating, with an aim to nurture practical talents with strong ability of social practice and
international communication, as well as broad scientific and cultural knowledge, who can take the work
of teaching, managing and doing research in the fields of culture and education, foreign communication,
economy and trade, mass communication, public affairs and government institutions.
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
