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The English Language & Literature program has begun to enroll the first undergraduate students
and postgraduate students in Business English for Agriculture and Comparative Studies of Chinese and
English Art since 2000 and 2015 respectively. With great patience, a strong sense of responsibility, and
deep love for students as well, the teachers have devoted themselves to the cause of higher education.
Meanwhile, we employ 4-6 well educated and hardworking native-speakers as our long-term foreign
teachers. The program aims to provide students with personalized education and equip them with solid
foundation, strong ability and high quality. It rewards students with wonderful performance on the Tests
for English Majors (about 30% higher than the national passing rate every year). The program supports
students' all-around development with extracurricular activities in English public speaking and debating,
translation practice, English dramas, etc, and students excel in these activities by winning prizes from
provincial-level competitions and national ones. Students here are brought up with vision, quality, and
ability. Annually 30% of undergraduates further their education in prestigious universities at home and
abroad and the rest are highly appreciated by different units concerning foreign service, English
education and training, foreign trade, and cross-culture communication.
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The scheme features personalized education and classified guidance by setting up three modules,
namely English language and teaching (1), cross-culture communication (2), and business English (3).
Module (1) focuses on knowledge of English language, literature, and teaching skills based on language
proficiency. Highlighting culture input and communication, Module (2) requires students to learn
English culture and improve understanding Chinese culture so that students can respond to the national
“One Belt One Road” call to promote spreading of Chinese culture. This module is a combination of
English learning and culture input of agriculture and forestry, the characteristics of our university
(ZAFU). Meanwhile, it gives prominence to the study and promotion of Chinese culture. Module (3)
offers students knowledge in economy and trade and emphasizes the application of English language. At
the same time, it sheds light on the development of modern agriculture and forestry and gives guidance
to the students working in the fields of international business and trade. With prominence given to
cross-culture communication and business trade application, this scheme demonstrates a sense of duty

for the advancement of modern agriculture and forestry.
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This program intends to cultivate composite talents for students with a good command of English
language and English literature, together with international vision, humanistic accomplishment,
intercultural competence, ecological humanism, creativity and innovation. Meanwhile, we shall nurture
our students to be qualified in translation, teaching, management and research in such fields as culture,

education, business and trade, agriculture and forestry, foreign affairs, and etc.
